e Find the address bar, and type in

your website

We can reach a website as long as we correctly type in the "url" or "web
address." Those are the .com's and .org's, etc. The place where you type
these web addresses is called the "address bar" or "url bar" and is always
located at the top of the web browser window. Click inside that bar to begin
typing. You may or may not need to use the backspace key to delete a web

address that is already in the url bar.
